2. _____________________________  A political system in which unlimited authority is given to the elites of the state, citizens are unified around a shared belief, and all means of production are for the state's benefit.


3. [bookmark: _GoBack]_____________________________ The government and state is completely replaced by the free will of the individual.


4. _____________________________  A system that believes in a free market capitalist democracy that is regulated for the public good. There are also ample welfare services to protect the poor.


5. _____________________________  A system in which elections take place for a representative government, but elected politicians may erode rule of law and individual rights.


6. _____________________________  An unelected, centralized system governed by a single political party in which political rights are restricted and the means of production are collectively owned.


7. _____________________________  A centralized system that lacks political competition, meaningful checks on executive power, and political freedoms for citizens. 


8. _____________________________  A political system in which power is vested in and exercised by the country's citizens.
